Water rates are recalculated each year in
March. We use the consumption amounts for
the months of November, December, and
January to determine your rate.

To keep your base rate the same, the average
usage needs to be 7,000 gallons or less if you
live in the city, or 6,000 or less if you live
outside of city limits. So, if you had higher
usage in November, you still have a couple
more months to bring that average down.

If you have a leak, please take pictures and
contact us right away so we can let you know
what you will need to provide in order to keep

it from affecting your rate.
